Background ...

Hoosier Heartland RC&D is one of 375 RC&D Councils nationwide.  There are nine RC&D Councils in Indiana, with Hoosier Heartland serving the 10 county central Indiana area.  RC&D is a unique program that helps people protect and develop their economic, natural and social resources in ways that improve their area’s economy, environment, and quality of life.  Local RC&D Councils, like Hoosier Heartland provide a way for people to plan and implement projects that will make their communities a better place to live.

We are based on the idea that local people know what their communities need and can create solutions that will really work.  Groups of volunteers from our sponsoring organizations; Soil and Water Conservation Districts, County Commissioners and County Extension Service Boards, located in Boone, Brown, Hamilton, Hancock, Hendricks, Johnson, Marion, Monroe, Morgan, and Shelby counties make up Hoosier Heartland.  The strength of our program is local people working together to solve their own problems.

Hoosier Heartland receives staffing and financial support from the U.S. Department of Agriculture and the Natural Resources Conservation Service.  They provide a Coordinator to work with the council to identify problems, establish goals and objectives, build strategies and implement plans.  In addition to the Coordinator, NRCS provides office space, some equipment and supplies and a part-time program assistant.  

Money for Hoosier Heartland’s operating expenses, activities and projects come through a variety of sources, such as grants, registration fees for workshops, sale of publications, etc.
